Reception are currently learning about 'People who help us' 
and have had some exciting visits. This week was particu-
larly special as the Fire Brigade visited and the children had 
the opportunity to see a fire engine. They then did some 
incredible writing about the visit and I very much enjoyed 
reading some of the booklets the children in Orange Class 
created.  
Some of the children in Year 2 also had a visit this week 
from one of the representatives from Chartwells (our provider of school 
lunches).
