Oral Health at Easter

It's coming up to a sweet time of year- Easter! Chocolate, while delicious, can be bad for teeth, and it’s
important to manage the sudden influx of sugar and make sure your children enjoy in moderation.
We've come up with some advice to make sure Easter is a happy holiday and not a period where their
teeth have to suffer.

Limit chocolate to meal times only

Every time children eat something sugary, their teeth face an acid attack for about an hour. A third of
kids aged 5 to 12 show signs of tooth decay, mainly due to frequent sugar consumption.

It's best to limit chocolate intake. Maybe just part of a small Easter egg at meal times, rather than snack-
ing to reduce exposure to sugar.

Find low-sugar chocolate alternatives

Kids aren't born with a "sweet tooth"; they develop it if they eat sweets early on. Look for sugar-free or
low-sugar chocolates to protect their teeth. Check labels for ingredients ending in "-ose"” (like glucose or
fructose) and try to avoid them.

Don’t make chocolate a habit

No matter what sweets and chocolates kids get, they should regularly eat healthier, nutritious foods.
Maintaining good oral hygiene is easier if good habits start early. A diet rich in vitamins, minerals, fresh
fruits, and veggies helps prevent gum disease.

No chocolate an hour before bedtime

Sugary food and drinks can weaken your tooth enamel . Brushing right after eating can brush away the
weakened surface. Saliva is your body's natural defence against this and it takes about an hour to re-
store lost minerals. Give teeth some time to recover and then brush with fluoride toothpaste before bed.
